Personal interviews will be conducted on the second Wednesday of May at the Deacon Board meeting at
8:00 P.M. If any applicant cannot attend the interview, notification must be given to the Deacon Board
prior to the meeting.
Deacons will vote by secret ballot.
All scholarships will be awarded at the discretion of the Deacon Board alone.
